I am willing and able to deal with issues that arise with fostering, such as chewing, digging, and barking. Help and support will be provided when possible however, we are not liable for any damages the foster animal may cause.

Young children in my household will not be left unattended with my foster animal and will be taught how to behave around them.

My foster animal will be available for adoption until an adoption contract is signed. I will plan to get my foster animal to adoption events or ask for help with transport. 

If I wish to adopt a pet, I will sign a contract with a MARF representative and pay all fees agreed upon.
